Birds

Globally, there are >10,000 bird species. They breed on all landmasses over a range of habitats.
Some are residents but many undertake long-distance movements to breed and feed, others
spend most of their lives in the open ocean. Mozambique has over 700 bird species, with over 100
found in marine and coastal environments. Presented here is a selection of the more common
and visible species on the coast and offshore, representing all families frequently observed.
Most of Mozambique’s subtropical waters are nutrient-poor with low productivity, sustaining
only low densities of birds that often breed on distant islands. The coastline is enriched by
rivers that carry nutrients, minerals and fine particles to the shores, estuaries, lagoons and
mangroves thus creating habitats teeming with organisms that provide food for shorebirds. As
the tides expose vast mudflats, birds arrive in large numbers to feed. Mozambique is globally
significant for migrating shorebirds. Shallow water provides areas for wading birds, whilst
deeper water favours fish eating birds.

Aves

Globalmente, existem mais de 10.000 espécies de aves. Elas se reproduzem em todas as massas
de terra em uma variedade de habitats. Algumas sao residentes, mas muitas realizam viagens
de longas distancias para reproducao e alimentacao, outras passam a maior parte de suas vidas
em mar aberto. Mogambique tem mais de 700 espécies de aves, com mais de 100 encontradas
em ambientes marinhos e costeiros. Apresenta-se aqui uma selecéo das espécies mais comuns
e visiveis na linha costeira e no mar aberto, representando todas as familias frequentemente
observadas. A maioria das dguas abertas subtropicais de Mogambique sdo pobres em nutrientes
com baixa produtividade, sustentando apenas baixas densidades de aves, que muitas vezes se
reproduzem em ilhas distantes. O litoral é enriquecido por rios que transportam nutrientes,
minerais e particulas finas para as margens, estudrios, lagoas e manguezais, criando habitats
repletos de organismos que fornecem alimento para aves limicolas. A medida que as marés
expdem os vastos lodacais, as aves chegam em grande nimero para se alimentar. Mocambique
é globalmente importante para a migracio de aves limicolas. Aguas rasas fornecem 4reas para
aves pernaltas, enquanto aguas mais profundas favorecem aves que alimentam-se de peixes.
